Memorial Park Project 
 

Like many of  our communities youth, Jazmine Houle was a regular 
attendee at the Capreol Youth Centre. The accident on Highway 69N 
on June 21, 2009 which took the lives of Jazmine, Caitlin and Steven 
had a very profound impact on the other youth that participate in the 
available activities at the centre and also were friends and acquaint-
ances of the three.   
 
The youth and Sue Lepki wanted to do something to not only show 
the importance of sober driving, but also build a memorial so that the 
memory of these three young adults would not be forgotten. Sue then 
enlisted the help of Devra Kneblewski and together they planned the 
fundraising event that was held all day at the Millennium Centre and 
the Arena on Sunday August 2nd. during Capreol Days. 
 
The plan is to build a Memorial Park in front of the Youth Centre 
that might include benches ( which have already been donated by the 
Capreol Legion ), apple trees and flower gardens that will be main-
tained each year by members of the Youth Centre. They have set a 
goal of $12,000.00 for this project and have already reached the  
$7,500.00 mark! Donations may still be made at both the Northern
