
 

FEBRUARY EVENTS Changes in store for Capreol Fire Station 
 

At the January 12th. Capreol Community Action Networks monthly meet-
ing there was a presentation made by the Greater Sudbury Fire Services to 
explain the necessities of relocating from the original fire station on Young 
St. to a new location on Railway Ave. The old building that has been known 
as station 18 has been outgrown by modern equipment and is also in need of 
some structural repairs that make it impossible to serve the needs of the fire 
department. 
 
This change is not some cost cutting measure by the city, but rather a well 
thought out plan developed by our own town’s volunteer firefighters. Asked 

by Chief Leduc and Deputy 
Chief Danny Stack to submit 
their recommendations as to 
what would best serve the 
town of Capreols needs in 
the eyes of the men who 
work here daily, they put to-
gether a concise 31 page stra-
tegic plan. The foremost item 
in their study addressed the

The R.R. crossing at Young St. With the added length of the trains today, 
there is always the chance of a major delay when responding to emer-
gency calls. To quote the firemen’s report, 
 
“As things are now, firefighters that are caught by the train are in their 
personal vehicles. When the train clears they proceed to the station, get 
dressed and then proceed to the call. Should the 1 firefighter that cur-
rently lives in the downtown core be home and respond to the station 
while all others are caught by a train, this individual cannot do much due 
to Health & Safety concerns. Therefore, until the train clears and the 
other firefighters arrive, there is not a workable response. In these state-
ments we are suggesting that response times in the event of a train could 
potentially improve throughout the entire community, including the 
downtown core, with the placement of the station to Railway Ave.” 
 
In the Feb. 15th. Issue of The Capreol Press we will report on the poten-
tial future of the currant Fire Station and the proposed changes to the fire-
fighting equipment currently used in Capreol.

How much 
she had endured.  What she had now become.

Ribbon Cutting Ceremony at Senior Housing 
 

On January 12th. the newly constructed senior citizen complex at Coul-
son St. held an official ribbon cutting ceremony. The construction period 
lasted only 29 weeks and the new tenants started to relocate to the new 
apartments in December of 2009. The following is a letter from Mr. Tul-
lio Ricci. 
 
To the Citizens of Capreol, 
 
On behalf of the Capreol Non-Profit Housing Corporation, I would like 
to thank everyone that came out on Jan. 12th., a cold Northern Ontario 
winter morning, to participate in the ribbon cutting ceremony and BBQ 
of our new 20 unit senior citizens complex at 36 Coulson St. The cost of 
this project is approximately $3,338,000. 
 
Another project that is being worked on is a 40 unit supportive housing 
complex which would also be situated on Coulson St. The Capreol Long 
Term Care and Supportive Housing Board of Directors is hoping that a 
supportive housing complex would provide accommodations in our com-
munity for those with disabilities who need services on a daily basis. Our 
board has been discussing this project with many organizations that are 
involved with this type of facility. An application was submitted to the 
City of Greater Sudbury for some capital funding under the Affordable 
Housing Program. We are waiting to hear from the Province about that 
funding. The estimated cost of this project is in the neighbourhood of 
$7,500,000. - $8,000,000.  
 
Once again, as President of the Board for both Capreol Non-Profit Hous-
ing and Capreol Long Term Care & Supportive Housing Corp, I thank 
you for your continued support.
