Citizens on Patrol is comprised of members of the community who volun-
teer their time patrolling the community in teams of two in a private vehi-
cle with a mandate to detect suspicious, disruptive and criminal behaviour. 
Upon witnessing something unusual or suspicious, COP Volunteers will 
communicate the appropriate information via the radio to the Greater Sud-
bury Police Service who will in turn deploy officers to the area to investi-
gate the situation. 
 
The Program works closely with area Community Action Networks, 
which are already established throughout the City of Greater Sudbury, 
whose role is to assist the Police in setting priorities for problem solving 
and enforcement strategies within their communities. 
As a result of the tremendous success of the pilot program in both Capreol 
and Nickel Centre, the Greater Sudbury Police Service has decided to hold 
a special recruitment drive to find more volunteers for the Capreol group. 
An information booth will be set up in the Capreol Foodland on Sat-
urday, January 9, 2009 to recruit volunteers in the Capreol area for the 
Citizens on Patrol Program. Anyone interested in volunteering for this 
very rewarding initiative is asked to stop by the booth any time 10a.m. and 
4 p.m.

I am not a handy guy.  Which might explain why I'm so amazed by old world craftsmanship.  Once synonymous 
with quality, that kind of meticulous, time consuming work is a dying art.  Power tools, modular designs, and     
pre-fabricated parts have ruined modern craftsmen.  Now everyone's an afternoon expert –– read up on a project    
in the morning and expect to do a professional job come the afternoon.  It's all “More power” and “Get 'er done.” 
What's got me thinking about old world craftsmanship?  It's seeing how shoddy most modern work is.  Particle 
board cabinetry, glue instead of screws, plastic instead of steel –– Is it any wonder the world is falling to pieces 
around us?  Nothing is built to last anymore.  Not like a couple generations ago anyway.                                           

I still use several pieces of furniture my great grandfather built –– meanwhile my new Ikea bookcase is already 
peeling.  Say what you want about our forefathers, but when they built something they built it well.  
And they weren't afraid of hard work either, I'll give them that.  Most old world craftsmen would happily labour  
an hour over a hand saw rather than bother fetching the circular saw.  “It's only a dozen cuts,” they say, “Not 
worth the waste of electricity really.  Besides what's wrong with a little good honest sweat?” More modern think-
ing would have a builder delay the project to get the power tool, then delay it some more to run out to Home De-
pot and get a new carbine tipped blade. My own family is notorious for over-engineering its projects.  More is  
better.  More nails, more cement, and way more effort.  Sure the job could be done in an hour, but we prefer to 
stretch things out and really enjoy the labour.  Even doing things two or three times just to make sure it's done 
right!  Somehow these projects also weigh ten times, and cost three times, as much as expected.  But hey, if   
something is worth doing it's worth overdoing.  That's the old world attitude lingering.                                                     

All my relatives are old school when it comes to work ethic.  And that's where we diverge.  I'd rather do things the 
modern, easy way.  It comes from being spoiled.  Growing up all I needed to do when faced with a demanding 
project was pick up the phone and help would soon arrive.  I'd promptly be relegated to 'supervisor' while more 
expert hands took over and completed the job.  Invariably better than I ever could.  
Sadly many of my most reliable relatives are retiring from the manual labour game, as are many old world crafts-
men.  As much as I miss their work I'm not about to take the time to learn to replicate it.  Not when there's so 
many cheap and easy alternatives out there.  And when there are no easy alternatives?  Well, that's what profes-
sionals are for.  Too bad none of these modern pros are fit to lift the toolboxes of their more skilled, patient and 
thorough predecessors –– even if they charge enough to make those old world craftsmen spin in their well-built 
coffins.
