Crime Stoppers is a community-based program designe d to help decrease crime and increase
community involvement and awareness. Having Crime S toppers in our community allows
citizens to participate in making their community s afer. Crime Stoppers works in conjunction
with the media, the police and most importantly, ci tizens in the community.

Sudbury Rainbow Crime Stoppers is a non-profit char itable program run by volunteers from the
community. The volunteer Board of Directors sets t he policies for the operation of the program
and raises money from the community to pay rewards and cover awareness and administrative
costs.

Crime Stoppers is separate and apart from any law e  nforcement agency. All of the money
raised for Sudbury Rainbow Crime Stoppers comes thr ough donations from local citizens and
fundraising initiatives.

Police agencies provide no financial support to the Program but do designate two police offi-
cers as coordinators for our local Crime Stoppers P rogram, one from the Greater Sudbury Po-
lice Service and one from the Ontario Provincial Po lice Service.

Crime Stoppers is based on the simple principle tha t for every crime committed, someone other
than the criminal has information that would solve the crime. Individuals are encouraged to call
with information that leads to solving crimes alrea dy committed, those about to occur, and/or
the whereabouts of wanted persons, narcotics or sto len property. Recognizing the reluctance
of many citizens to become personally involved, Cri me Stoppers guarantees anonymity to
those who provide information to them and also offe rs cash rewards for information used to
solve crimes.

It is a program that rewards individuals who provid e information and help make a difference in
our community. Since its inception, Sudbury Rainbow Crime Stoppers has assisted local law

enforcement agencies in recovering over $42.3 milli  on worth of drugs and stolen property and

has approved over $438,000 in rewards.
