M arch 14th approaches and with it the time to chahgeime. Spring ahead and all that. Odd tokthiat not so
long ago Capreol ran to it's own clock — Compamgel Not everybody knows that the railroad usebddgoun
strictly by the clock. Back in the day, before thi#oduction of radios, good timing was all thaik trains from
running into each other. And that meant precisimekeeping.

Precision as in to the minute. Trains would be cedaup on a firm schedule. If the order said “Déps10:45",

it left at exactly that time. Passengers — evewe— who were late were left behind. The engifae no
choice, there'd be another train coming up behnttllee needed to make way for its well timed arrivabr risk a
crash. Every railroader carried a watch — a comgartified watch that had to be tested annuallgrtsure it kept
proper time — and checked them often. Those ektavn films showing the train conductor compulgi@oking
at his pocket watch were not exaggerations. latecsecond nature to many railroaders to always khe time.
If the men were neurotic about time the companywase. Clocks were given pride of place in estay

tion. These “Station Clocks” — set up high withumimpeded view clear for all to see — set thadsdrd. But
there was no Standard Time. Not until Sir Sanfdeaiming came up with the idea.

He was a railroad man, an engineer (not locomothepther kind) who changed the world forever. déefgood
old Sir Sanford every city set their time accordioghe sun. It was noon when the sun was direatgrhead ...
which meant every town was different. Sure it mighly be a few minutes, but those minutes addedsuypou
crossed the country. Which, of course, the railrdid every day. Resetting their time at everpst@asn't an op-
tion — it would play havoc with their carefullyahestrated schedule — so they ran to their owa tegardless of
little things like geography or even daylight.

True, railroaders were supposed to check their veatalgainst the station clocks — the station claeks more
accurate than the pocket and wristwatches avai(@itiewas before digital and quartz!) — but tas different
than checking the sun. The railroad didn't bottén 'springing ahead' or 'falling back' eithero Naylights saving
for them. Besides the whole changing the cloakglis still relatively new, it didn't come abouttiltVW1! (As a
means to conserve fuel and protect America if yauleelieve it.) Regardless of the reasoning ti@aa contin-
ued to run to its own schedule. And railroad tovaillewed suit.

How strange it must have been to drive out of toneh immediately gain or lose an hour. Confusing tbguess
it was lucky people seldom travelled far back theamd when they did they took the train. Going fr@ifroad
town to railroad town across country meant neveeha worry about the time. Assuming you werermtiaute
late arriving at the station anyway, because tligyoa'd see was the train pulling away.
